General Audition Information for the Musical Theatre and Drama Department

All students applying for acceptance in the Musical Theatre and Drama Department will attend a general audition. Students will be evaluated on
preparation, demonstration of ability, technique, and emotional impact of performance. Each student must demonstrate above-average ability and/
or potential in either vocal or dramatic skills. Students will also be interviewed after their audition.

Audition Requirements

The audition will consist of the following:

1. One monologue of no more than two minutes in length. It can be dramatic or humorous but must be completely memorized.
Monologues should be from a published play. Do not use any props or costumes.

2. One vocal selection of no more than two minutes in length. Students must bring their own sheet music and/or (D. (There can be no
vocals on the CD.) An accompanist and CD player will be available. The musical selection should be chosen to demonstrate the student’s voice
range and performance skills. Musical selections from Broadway shows and/or motion pictures are preferable to pop music for auditions.

3. One simple dance routine will be taught at the time of the audition. Bring clothes that are comfortable and jazz or tennis shoes to
dance in.

e Your taped accompaniment for your song or sheet music for our accompanist
e A positive attitude



THE AUDITION

Entfrance
o The first minute is everything! Enter with confidence
e Find your “center mark” (at a comfortable distance from the evaluators)
e Stop before you speak
e Stand evenly with your feet shoulder-length apart. Good posture. Don’t lock your knees.
e No fidgeting
e BREATHE and don’t forget to SMILE!
e  Make eye contact
e Say your name clearly and introduce your audition pieces
(ex.: “Hello. My name is ____and | will be singing ____ from , followed by a monologue from ____ by 7)
e No excuses! (I've been sick,” etc.)

Performance
e  Create a focus (right above the evaluator’s heads) for both pieces.
e Begin acting as soon as your song begins (do not wait for the words) and keep acting until the last note is played!
e Drop your head and take a moment. Lift your head and begin your monologue.
e Concentrate and commit. Don’t allow yourself to break character or be distracted.
e Don't ask to start over.
e Project and articulate. Know your space.
o Vocal variety. Use levels, different rhythms.

Exit
e Hold final moment. Drop head and then back up to neutral.
e Smile and say “Thank you!”
o (onfident/strong exit. No stomping off.

* Be flexible! You may he asked to do your pieces differently. You need to be able to take direction.
